The ignition system comprises the following parts.
Ignition System Configuration

Battery1

Supplies current to the primary coil
Ignition coil2

The high voltage required for ignition is 
generated in the secondary coil through coil 
self-inductance and mutual inductance.
The high voltage is generated when the 
primary current is cut off.

Igniter3

In order to generate the high 
voltage required for ignition in the 
ignition coil, the current flowing 
through the primary coil is cut off.

Distributor4

The high voltage generated by the ignition 
coil is distributed in the correct order to the 
spark plug for each cylinder.

Computer5

Determines the ignition timing or 
the like

Spark plug 6

High voltage is applied to the gap between 
the electrodes to generate the spark and 
ignite the air-fuel mixture.
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
